From the Pastor 

 

Dear Parishioners, 
 
 Last week I wrote about how we will have to be changing our Mass times to accommodate Mass at St. 
Anthonyôs Parish (our partner parish) into our schedule.  I would like to thank you all for your feedback and 
your support.  This is not something that a pastor enjoys doing.  In fact I will admit that I downright do not 
like changing Mass times.  But we have to do what we have to do.  Iôve been talking with various groups of 
parishioners from both of our parishes and exploring different options.  Iôm hoping to make a decision within 
the next month.  The new schedule would not be implemented until October at the earliest.   
 
 Anyway, on another note, the summer has passed us by again. It is already time for students to go 
back to school.  But even for us adults, we know that we should never stop learning.  Especially as Christians, 
God is always calling us to learn and to grow.  Indeed the word ñdiscipleò literally translates as ñlearnerò or 
ñstudent.ò  If we wish to be called disciples of Jesus Christ, we must continue to learn. 
 
 As the students are going back to school, it is a good time for all of us to reevaluate our habits to see if 
we are challenging ourselves to learn and to grow.  This season may be a good time for us to set new goals 
for our own personal growth.

Perhaps we may recognize that we need to read the Bible more often (daily, 
ideally), or to start praying the rosary.  Perhaps we may recognize that we ought to read books which will in-
form and strengthen our faith (if you want any recommendations, feel free to ask). 
 

I pray that that this new school year may be a time for our young people to grow in holiness, and a 
time for all of our parishioners, regardless of age, to grow in the knowledge and love of God.
